When we talk about innovating the sectoral system, we are talking about an overall
structural change - creating a common professional basis for related fields of
education, allowing for greater permeability and flexibility. The aim is not just to
reduce the relatively high number of education sectors (281 to 130), but to ensure that
these correspond better to the real needs of the labour market.

Refreshments and lunch will be prepared and served both days by students from the
Secondary Vocational School for SEN learners near Prague, allowing us to get a taste
of vocational education and to experience VET by visiting the secondary school for
chemistry with over a hundred years existence.

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From the Airport - Trolleybus + Metro

Václav Havel Airport Prague is 15 km northwest of the city center. 

Take Trolleybus No. 59 from Terminal 2 (every 3-6 minutes) and ride to the last stop,
Nádraží Veleslavín (16 minutes, 40 CZK ticket valid for 90 minutes).

At Nádraží Veleslavín, transfer to the green metro line (A) towards Depo Hostivař
and ride to the Můstek stop (12 minutes). From there, Ambassador Hotel is a 3-
minute walk and NPI is about an 8-minute walk.

For Hotel Dlouhá:

Take Trolleybus No. 59 to the Divoká Šárka stop, then switch to Tram No. 26 and get off
at the Dlouhá třída stop (about 20 minutes). Alternatively, get off one stop earlier at
Staroměstská (green line A) and walk about 10 minutes.

The NPI is approximately a 6-minute walk from the Main Railway Station. The
Ambassador Hotel is about an 8-minute walk, while Hotel Dlouhá is roughly a 15-
minute walk. Alternatively, you can take Tram No. 26 to the Dlouhá třída stop to reach
the hotel more quickly.

Transport

Airport Express (AE) + Metro

The Airport Express (AE) bus offers a direct route between the airport and Prague
Main Train Station (Hlavní nádraží). The AE bus departs daily from 5:30 AM to 10:00 PM
every 30 minutes. The bus stop is just outside the airport's main exit. Tickets cost 100
CZK and can be purchased from the bus driver or the Info Centre in the Arrival Hall.
(Note: This ticket is not valid for the metro.) The bus ride takes about 40 minutes. At
the train station, use the red metro line (C) from Hlavní Nádraží to Muzeum.

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Ticket Terminals

Public transportation tickets in Prague can be purchased cashlessly using orange
ticket terminals found in trams, city buses, and metro stations. These terminals allow
you to buy single and short-term tickets.

Tickets (apart from Airport Express tickets) are available from vending machines at
metro stations, some tram stops, newsstands, or via the PID Lítačka app. While some
ticket machines, like those at the airport, accept credit cards, it's advisable to have
coins ready just in case.

A 90-minute ticket costs 40 CZK and allows unlimited transfers between metro,
trams, and buses within the validity period.
Luggage up to 25×45×70 cm travels for free; for larger suitcases, you need a 20 CZK
ticket.

Before your first ride, validate your ticket in the small yellow machines on buses or at
metro entrances.
